BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA
AND
THE CABINET OF MINISTERS OF UKRAINE

ON CO-OPERATION IN CUSTOMS MATTERS

The Government of the Republic of Macedonia and the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine, hereinafier referred to as the Contracting Parties,

Considering the need for simplification of Customs clearance of goods and
cargos,

Considering, that offences against customs legislation are prejudicial to the
economic, commercial, fiscal, social and cultural interests of their countries,

Considering the importance of assuring the accurate assessment and
collection of customs duties, taxes, and any other charges on importation or
exportation of goods, as well as the proper implementation of provisions of
prohibitions, restrictions and control,

Being aware of the necessity of international co-operation regarding the
implementation of customs lcgislation,

Deeply concemnced at the scales and tendencies of the increase in the illicit
traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors and taking account

of the fact that it is a danger to the health of people and to society,

Convinced that efforts to prevent offences against customs legislation and
illicit traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors can be
rendered more effectively through co-operation between their Customs
Authorities,

Taking into account the threat of trans-national organized crime, terrorism
and the need to combat them effectively,

Having regard also to the relevant international Conventions encouraging
bilateral mutual assistance as well as the Recommendation of the Customs Co-
operation Council on mutual administrative assistance of the 5" December, 1953,
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Having regard also to the existing contractual relations between the
Contracting Parties and the European Union,

Have agreed as follows:

TITLE]

GENERAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 1

DEFINITIONS

* For the purposes of this Agreement:

1. “Customs Authority” means in the Republic of Macedonia — the Customs
Administration at the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Macedonia, and in
Ukraine - the State Customs Service of Ukraine;

2. “Customs legislation” means provisions in force, applicable on the territories
of the States of the Contacting Parties and laid down by laws or regulations .
concerning the importation, exportation, transit of goods, whether relating to
customs duties, taxes, and other charges, or to measures of prohibitions,
restrictions and control;

3. “Requesting Customs Authority” means the Customs Administratiofl"rhaking a
request for assistance in customs matters;

4. “Requested Customs Authority” means the Customs Administration receiving
the request for assistance in customs matters; '

5. “Customs Offence” means any violation or attempted violation of customs
legislation;

6. "Personal data” means any information relating to an identified or identifiable
individual;

7. “Narcotic drugs” means any substance, natural or synthetic, cnumerated in the
Lists I and II of the 1961 Single Convention of Narcotic Drugs (with the relevant
amendments);

8. “Psychotropic substances” means any substance, natural or syathetic, or any
natural material, enumerated in the Lists I, II, HI and IV of the 1971 Convention
on Psychotropic Substances (with the relevant amendments);
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9. “Precursors” means chemical substances used under control in the production
of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, enumerated in the Lists I and I of
the 1988 UN Convention against the Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and

Psychotropic Substances;

10. “Controlled delivery” means the technique of allowing illicit or suspect
consignments of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors to pass out
of, through or into the territory of one or more countries, with the knowledge and
under the supervision of their competent authorities, with a view to identifying
persons involved in the commission of customs offences.

ARTICLE 2

SCOPE OF THE AGREEMENT

1. The Customs Authorities shall, in accordance with the provisions set out in
this Agreement, render each other mutual assistance:

a) in order to ensure that customs legislation is properly applied,
b) in order to prevent, investigate, combat customs offences;

¢) in the cxchange of documentation recgarding application of Customs
legislation;

d) to prevent and investigate, customs fraud and the illicit traffic of. narcotic
drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors;

2. The assistance between the two Custormns Authorities shall be rendered in

accordance with national legislation of their States and within their competence
and available resources.

TITLE 11
MUTUAL ASSISTANCE
ARTICLE 3

SCOPE

The Customs Authorities shall provide mutual assistance, in the framework
of their competence, under the terms of the present Agrecment for the prevention,
investigation and combating of customs offences.
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ARTICLE 4

CHANNELS OF COMMUNICATION

I. Mutual assistance i rendered through direct communication between
the officials designated by the Heads of the corresponding Customs Authoritjes

2. In case the requested Customs Authority is not competent 1o respond to
the request, it shall transmit the request to the competent authority.

3. Correspondence exchanged under this Agreement shall be conducteg in
the English language.

ARTICLES

FORM AND SUBSTANCE OF ASSISTANCE REQUESTS

1. Requests for assistance under this Agreement shall be submitted in writing
Documents necessary for its execution shall accompany the request, ln.
exceptional urgent cases, oral requests may be accepted, but must be confirmed jp,
writing immediately.

2. Assistance tequests shall includc the following information:
a) thc name of the requesting Customs Authority;
b) the name of the requested Customs Authority;

¢) the object of and the reason of the request;

d) the names and addresses of the natural or legal persons which are the target of
investigation if known;

¢) content of the request with the description of the case and circumstances to by
clarificd and also description of the fact regarding committed customs offence
its legal qualification according to the national legislation ot the state of the
requesting Customs Authority,

3. If the request does not meet the formal requircments, its correction of
completion may be requested.
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ARTICLE 6

ASSISTANCE ON REQUEST

l. Upon request, the Customs Authorities inform each other whether goods
exported from the territory of the state of one Contracting Party have been
lawfully imported into the territory of the state of the other Contracting Party.
Upon request, this information shall contain the customs procedures used in the
clearance of the goods.

2. The Customs Authority of one Contracting Party shall provide, upon
request of the Customs Authority of the other Contracting Party and to the extent
of its ability information conceming:

a) means of transport suspected of being used in customs offences within the
termitory of the State of the requesting Customs Authority;

b) goods that the rcquesting Customs Authority considers to be the object of
illegal activities;

c) persons known or suspected by the requesting Customs Authority of bemg
involved in customs offences;

d) places where goods are stored in which it is suspected that illegal activities are
being committed.

3. The Customs Authority of one Contracting Party shall provide, upon
request of the Customs Authority of the other Contracting Party any available
information regarding activities, which may result in customs offences within the
territory of the requesting Contracting Party.

4, The Customs Authorities of the Contracting Parties shall provide upon
request the necessary data relating to the transportation and shipment of goods
such as administrative, shipping, commercial documents, (original or their
certified copies) or any other information regarding the value and the destination
of these goods.

5. Upon request of one Customs Authority, the other Customs Authority
shall, in accordance with the laws and regulations in force in the territory of its
State, notify or arrange that the competent authorities notify actions or decisions
taken by the requesting Customs Authority relevant to any subject falling within
the scope of this Agreement to persons residing in the territory of its State.

6. Upon request the Customs Authority of onc or the other Contracting Party,
within the scope of its competence and capacity, exerts special surveillance over a
certain period of time on the movements of goods mentioned in Article 8
including movements of persons and means of transport involved in them.
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ARTICLE 7

EXECUTION OF REQUESTS

L. The Customs Authority to which the request is addressed shall make the
necessary efforts to respond to the request. The provided information may also be
transmitted by electronic means.

2. Requests for assistance submitted under this article shall be executed in
accordance with the laws and regulations of the State of the requested Customs
Authority. In case that the execution of a request is not possible the requested
Customs Authority informs the requesting Customs Authority in relation to that.

3. The Customs Authority of one Contracting Party may, within its
competence, following a request submitted by the Customns Authority of the other
Contracting Party carry out all necessary investigations including the examination
of persons suspected of having committed customs offences.

4, The Customs Authority of one Contracting Party may following a request
submitted by the Customs Authority of the other Contracting Party, proceed to
verification, control, and investigation in order to find out facts related to cases
falling under the scope of this Agreement and for which the requested Customs
Authority is competent.

5. A request by a Customs Authority to follow a certain procedure shall be
executed to the extent that it is possible in accordance with the legislation of the
Contracting Party to which the request is addressed and under paragraph 2 of this
Article. T

6. In cases where the requesting Customs Authority submits a request for

assistance which itself would be unable to provide, it shall then be to the
discretion of the requested Customs Authority to decide how to respond to such

request.

ARTICLE 8

SPONTANEOUS ASSISTANCE

1. The Customs Authorities of the two Contracting Parties shall provide
mutual assistance, without prior request, when they consider that this is necessary
for the correct application of customs legislation in case they receive information
concerning:

a) illegal operations;

b) new means or methods used in conducting such operations;
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¢) goods known to be the object of customs offences;

d) persons for which there are founded reasons that they are involved in customs
offences;

¢) means of transport suspected of being used in customs offences;

2. The above mentioned spontaneous assistance shall be supplied by the two
Customs Authorities especially in cases which could involve substantial damage
to the cconomy, public health, public security or any other vital interest of the
other Contracting Party, such as the illicit traffic of arms, explosives and
ammunition, nuclear material, narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or
precursors, archacological treasures, works of art or other cultural treasures, and
protection of intellectual property rights.

ARTICLE 9

INVESTIGATION

1. If the Customs Authority of one Contracting Party so requests, the
Customs Authority of the other Contracting Party shall initiate all official
investigations concerning operations which are or appear to be contrary to the
customs legislation of the State of the requesting Contracting Party.

2. These investigations shall be conducted under the legislation in force of the
State of the requested Contracting Party. The requested Customs Authority shall
proceed as if it was acting on its own behalf.

3. The Requested Customs Authority may allow officials of the Requesting
Customs Authority to be present at such inquiries. These officials should have

written authorisations issued by the Requesting Customs Authority.

ARTICLE 10

EXPERTS AND WITNESSES

1. If the judicial or the administrative authorities of one Contracting Party so
request, in connection with the customs offences brought before them, the
Customs Authority of the other Contracting Party may authorise its officials to
appear as experts or witnesses before judicial or administrative authorities.
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2. Those officials have the privilege to refuse to give cvidence or a statement, if
the official is entitled or obliged to do so, according to the laws of the official’s
own State, or those of the requesting Contracting Party.

3. Such officials shall give evidence regarding facts that arise in the course of
their duties.

4, The request for the appearance must clearly indicate in what case and in
what capacity the official is to appear.

5. The request for appearance of customs officials as experts and witnesses
shall be made in accordance with the legislation of the States of the Contracting
Parties and in compliance with the international treaties and conventions to which
both States are Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 11
USE OF INFORMATION AND CONFIDENTIALITY

1. Information, documents and other communications received under this
Agreement shall be used solely for the purposes of this Agreement. They shall not
be communicated or used for any other purposes unless the Customs Authority
furnishing them expressly approves in writing.

2. Requests, information, reports of experts and other communications
received by the Customs Authority of one of the Contracting Parties, in whatever
form pursuant to this Agreement, shall be afforded the same protection as it is
afforded to documents and information of the same kind under the national
legislation of the State of the Contracting Party of the receiving Customs
Authority. Upon the request of the requested Contracting Party, intelligence,
documents and other information supplied to the other Contracting Party, under
this Agreement, shall be regarded as confidential by the requesting Contracting
Party.

3. The Customs Authorities may, in accordance with the purposes and within
the scope of this Agreement and in compliance with the international treaties and
conventions to which both Statcs are Contracting Parties use as evidence
information and documents received in accordance with this Agreement in the
proceedings brought before courts or administrative authorities.

4, The use made of such information and documents as evidence in courts
and the weight to be attached thereto shall be determined in accordance with the
national legislation of the respective State.
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5. Where personal data are exchanged under this Agreement the Contracting
Parties shall ensure a standard of data protection at least equivalent to that
resulting from the implementation of the principles in the Annex to this
Agreement, which is an integral part of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 12

DELIVERY/NOTIFICATION

Upon request, the Requested Customs Authority shall, in accordance with
the legislation in force in territory of its State, deliver to /notify the natural or
legal persons concerned, residing or established in the territory of its State, all
documents and decisions falling within the scope of this Agreement, which
emanate from the Requesting Customs Authority.

ARTICLE 13

EXCEPTIONS TO THE OBLIGATION TO PROVIDE
ASSISTANCE '

L. If the Requested Customs Authority considers that compliance with the
request would be prejudicial to sovereignty, public order, security or other
essential interests of its state or if it considers that it would involve violation of a
state secret or any other secret protected by law, it may refuse to provide the
assistance requested under this Agreement, fully or partially, or provide it subject
to certain conditions or requirerments.

2. If a request for assistance cannot be complied with, the decision and the

reasons for the refusal shall be notified in writing to the Requesting Customs
Authority without delay.

ARTICLE 14

COSTS OF ASSISTANCE

The Contracting Parties mutually waive all claims for reimbursement of
costs incurred in the execution of this Agreement, except for the expenses of
experts, witnesses, interpreters and translators not being Government employees.

TITLE 111

CUSTOMS COOPERATION

ARTICLE 15

EXTENT OF THE COOPERATION

1. The Customs Authority of the two Contracting Parties develop customs co-
operation to the highest possible degree. The Customs Authorities co-operate
particularly in the following areas:

a) the creation and maintenance of communication channels between Customs
Authorities, in matters of mutual interest;

b) any other administrative issue relating to the present Agreement, which is
likely to require from time to time their common action,

2. Inthe framework of this Agreement, customs cooperation shall include all the
issues related to the application of the Customns legislation.

ARTICLE 16

COOPERATION ON CUSTOMS PROCEDURES

The Customs Authorities exchange information and experience regarding
the measures for the improvement of the customs techniques and procedures as
well as the computer systems in order to achieve this aim according to the
provisions of this Agreement.

OTLEIV

SPECIAL FORMS OF COOPERATION

ARTICLE 17

SURVEILLANCE OF PERSONS, GOODS AND MEANS OF
TRANSPORT

The Customs Authority of one Contracting Party shall, within its
competence and resources, on its own initiative or upon request of the Customs
Authority of the other Contracting Party, maintain surveillance over:
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a) entry into and exit from the territory of the State of one of the two
Contracting Parties, of persons known to be or suspected of committing
customs offences in the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party;

b) goods known to be or suspected of being the object of illicit traffic to and
from the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party;

¢) any means of transport known to be or suspected of being used for committing
customs offences in the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party;

ARTICLE 18

CONTROLLED DELIVERY

1. The two Customs Authorities shall cooperate in the application of the method
of controlled delivery.

2. The decision on the application of the method of controiled delivery shall
be made on a case - by - case basis and in compliance with the legislation in force
in the States of two Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 19

ACTIONS AGAINST ILLICIT TRAFFIC OF NARCOTIC
DRUGS. PSYCHOTROPIC SUBSTANCES OR PRECURSORS

. The two Customs Authorities shall assist each other in prevention and
investigation of illicit traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or
precursors by providing each other, upon request or on their own initiative, all

relevant information on:

a) methods of combating the illicit traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic
substances or precursors;

b) information pertaining to the principles of customs control on narcotic drugs,
psychotropic substances or precursors, new methods and means of detection,

¢) experience in the use of technical devices and trained customs sniff dogs for
the seizure of narcotics;

d) publications and other scientific and professional publications and teaching
aids relating to the struggle against the illicit traffic of narcotic drugs,

psychotropic substances or precursors;
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e) information about new types of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances,
place of production, roads used by smugglers and methods of concealment;

f) information in the field of identification and laboratory analyses of narcotic
drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors.

2. The Customs Authority of one of the Contracting Parties shall, on its own
initiative or upon request, supply to the Customs Authority of the other
Contracting Party all the information pertaining to:

a) persons and companies, known to participate, or suspected of having
participated in the illicit importation or trafficking of narcotic drugs,
psychotropic substances or precursors;

b) new channels and means used in the illicit trafficking of narcotic drugs,
psychotropic substances or precursors; ’

) goods and post packages, known to be or suspected of being object of the
illicit traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors;

d) any means of transport, known to be or suspected of being used in the illicit
traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors.

TITLEY
FINAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 20

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE AGREEMENT

l. The implementation of this Agreement shall be entrusted to the Customs
Authorities of the Contracting Parties.

2. The Customs Authorities of the Contracting Parties may arrange for their
investigation services to be in direct communication with each other.

3. Controversial points, which appear in the process of the implementation of
this Agreement, will be solved by means of negotiations and arrangements
between Customs Authorities of the Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 21

ENTRY INTO FORCE AND TERMINATION OF THE
AGREEMENT

}.  This Agreement shall enter into force on the thirtieth day from the date of
receipt of the last written notification, through diplomatic channels, that the
Contracting Parties have completed all national procedures necessary for the
entry into force of the Agreement.

2. This Agreement may be changed and amended by mutual consent of both
Contracting Parties, that shall be arranged by separate protocols, which shall be
an integral part of this Agreement and entry into force according to the provisions
of paragraph 1 of this Article.

3. This Agreement shall be concluded for a period of five years. This period
shall be extended for each successive period of five years unless one Contracting
Party not later than 6 (six) months before expiring of respective period gives
written notification about its intention to terminate this Agreement and it shall
remain in force six months after the date of such a written notification.

Provisions regarding the transferring of personal data to be followed

I. The Customs Authorities may use the reccived personal data only for the
purposes and subject to the conditions stated by the Customs Authonty
providing the data. Such data can be forwarded (o other authoritics
only subject to the preliminary consent of the providing Customs Authority

2. Upon request, the receiving Customs Authority shall inform the Customs
Authority supplying the data of the use made of such data and of the
results of that use.

3. The Customis Authority is responsible for the validity of the data to be
transferred. [n case of incorreet or restricted data, the requesting Customs
Authority shall bc informed immediately of this. The requesting Customs
Authority shall correct the data or destroy it if so requested.

4. The Customs Authoritics shall kecp a register on the supply and receipt of
the personal data.

5. The Customs Authorities shall protect the received data against unauthonzed
access, modification without the consent of the Customs Authority providing
the data, as wcll as against unauthorized further transfernng,

6. The Customs Authority providing the data shall set a deadline for the
deletion of the data. The personal data shall be deleted at the sct deadline or
when the nced for its use ceases to exist.

7. ‘The application of this Agreement shall take place, in any case, in such a way
that the processing of personal data is carried out respecting the rights and

fundamental trcedoms of persons, including their privacy and identity, as
safepuarded 1n the national legislation of the States of the Contracting Parties.
