(2} The IPA Il Regulation aims to suppont the IPA 11 hencficiaries in adopling and
implementing the political, institutional, legal, administrative, social and economic
reforms required by those beneficiaries in order to comply with Union valucs and to
progressively align to Union rules, standards, policies and practices (“acquis™), with a
view fo Union membership, thereby conuwibuting to their stability. sccurity and
prospernty.

SECTION | GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1 Interpretation

{1y Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Agreement, the terms used in
this Agrcement shall bear the same meaning as atiributed to them in the NDICH
Regulation, the IPA Il Regulation, and the IPA 1[I lmplementing Regulation.

(2} Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Agrcement, references to this
Agreement are references to such Agreement as amended, supplemented or replaced.

(3} Headings in this Agreement have no legal significance and do not affect ils
interpretation,

Article 2 Partial invalidity and unintcational gaps

if a provision of this Agrecment is or bccomes invalid or if this Agreement contains
unintentional gaps, the validity of the other provisions of this Agreement will not be affected.
The Partics will replace any invalid provision by a valid provision or understanding which
comes as closc as possible to the purpese and intent of the invalid provision. The Parties will
fill any unintentional gap by a provision or understanding which best suits the purpose and
intent of this Agreement, in compliance with the IPA 11 Regulation and the 1PA 111
Implementing Regulation,

Article 3 Definitions

For the pumposes of this Agrecment. the following definitions shall apply:

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Article 6 Role of the National IPA Coordinator

(I The IPA I beneficiary shall appoint a National IPA Coordinator (NIPAC) who shall
be the main counterpart of the Commission for the overall process of coordination of
programining, monitoring of implementation, evaluation and reporting of IPA 111
assistance. The NIPAC shall:

(a) ensurc a close link hetween the use of IPA assistance and the general accession
process;

(b) casure the overali coordination of programming, in line with the objectives and
thematic priorities of the IPA 11l programming framework, monitoring of
Implementation, cvaluation and reporting of IPA assistance, including the
coordination within the 1PA 11T beneficiary's administration and with other
donors;

{¢)  coordinate the participation of IPA III beneficiarics in the relevant cross-border
cooperation programmes referred to in Article 64(2), points (a) and (b), and
wherc appropriate transnational and interrcgional cooperation programmes
referred to in Article 64(2), point (c). The NIPAC may delegate this coordination
task to a teritorial cooperation coordinator or a structure established for the
management of cross-border cooperation, as appropriate;

(d}  endeavour that the IPA 111 bencficiary’s administration takes all necessary steps
to facilitate the implementation of the related programmes.

(2) The NIPAC shall be a high-ranking represcniative of the government or the central
administration of the [PA I beneficiary, with the appropriate authaority.

(3) If the European Union has opened accession negotiations with the 1PA 111 beneficiary,
the NIPAC shall be appointed to a scnior position in the natienal structures for
coordination of accession negotiations.

Article 7 Methods of Implementation

() that transactions nccessaty for carrying out contracts under programmes
financed in whole or pantly from any other Union instrument will be exempted
from procedures requiring the transfer of the payment for goods or services to
their contractors abroad through banks or financial institutions operating in
North Macedonia.

(2} The co-linincing rate shall take the form of joint co-financing and be defined in the

(31 Where bath IPA Tl beneficiary's and Union’s tinancial contributions are required, the
Uinion contrtbution shafl he stipulated in the secioral or financing agreements.

Article 31 Specific rules on cligibility of expenditure for IPARD

For the IPARD 11 programme, the following specific provistons shall apply:

(@)  The EU contribution to investment projects under rural development
programmes shall be repaid if within five years from the final payment by the
IPARD Agency, the project undergocs a substantive modification;

(b)  incasc of standard unit costs, Jump sums nos exceeding EUR 100 000 of public

(&) In determining the share of public expenditure as a percentage of total eligible
cost of investment, account shall not be taken of national aid to facilitate access

Article 32 Audit trail

The NAQ shall ensure that all relevant infonnation is available to ensure a sufticiently detailed
audit trail. This information shall inter alia include documentary cvidence of the authorisation
of payment requests, of the accounting and payment of such requests, and of the treatment of*
advances, guarantees and debts.

Article 33 Payments of the Union contribution

{1y  PaymentoftheUnion contribution shall be made within the limits of the funds availablc.

{2)  Payments may take the form of pre-financing, interim payments and scttiément of the
tindl balancg, following the procedure established in Artiele 42(2). Where contributions
ave réquired from both the Union-and the IPA L beneficiary. payments of the Union
contribution to the financing of the programmes- concérned. shall be calculated by
applying the co-financing rate laid down in the sectoral or financing agreement to-the
eligible expenditure certified in accordance with Article 61(5) subject to the maximum
amount of the Union tontribution set oul in the sectoral or financing agreement.

{3) By 15 January and 15 July cach year, except where otherwise provided for in a sectoral
agreement or a financing agreement the NAQ shall send to the Commission a forecast
ot its hikely payment request for the financial year concerned and for the subsequent
financial year, in relation to all programmes. The Commission may ask for an update of
the forecast as appropriate.

4 Payments by the Commission 10 the Accounting Body shall be made within 90 days
after the conditions of Anticles 34, 35 or 36 are met. This time limit for payment requests
may be interrupled by the Commission in order 10 request all undeslying documents
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necessary to clarify any elements relevant to the statement of expenditure, including
information on the reporting of imegularities in accordance with Article 51(2) and
Annex H.

The IPA 111 beneficiary shall ensure that for the
treasury flows between the Comimission and the [PA 111 beneficiary the rate recorded
for conversion between curo and the 1PA III beneficiary currency is the monthly
accounting rate of the euro established by the Commission for the menth during which
the expenditure paid was recorded in the accounts of the Accounting Body or the
Intermediate Body for financial management concerned specified in the relevant
financing agreement.

(6)  Payments by the Commission to the IPA I beneficiary shall he made, subject 1o
availability of budget appropriations, in euro to the curo account, in accordance with the
provisions laid down in Articles 34, 35 and 36 and sccloral or financing agreements.

(f) any information requested by the Commission has been provided.

(2)  Witheut prejudice to the.annual audit opinion, if it appears that the applicable rules have

Articie 36 Settlement of the final balance

Article 37 De-commitment of unused funds in case of multi-annual programmes

Article 40 Recovery of funds

The
programming rules applicable to the programmes referred to in paragraph 2, points (a)
and (<), shall be set up in the financing agreements to be concluded pursuant to Acticle
5 of the Interreg Regulation,

Article 65 Additional definitions for cross-bovder cooperation

(h For the purposes of this Section the following definitions shall apply:

(a) ‘operalion” means a project, contract, action or group of projects selected hy the
contracting autherity of the programme concerncd, or under its responsibility,
contributing to the vbjectives of a thematic priority or thematic priorities 10
which if relates,

(b} ‘applicant” means a natural person or an entity with or without legal personality
who hus submitted an application in a grant award procedurc;

(¢} “beneficiary” means a public or private body, responsible for initiating and
implementing operations within a cross-border cooperation programme;

{d) ‘lead (PA 11} benchiciary” means the IPA 11! beneficiary that has been appuinted
as leader and therefore hosts the contracting authority for the cross-border
programme;

{© *Cross-Border Cooperation (CBC) Structures™ means the institutions involved in

the preparation and management of a given CBC programme 3 each of
participating [PA 11 beneficiaries. The responsibilities of each of the CBC
structures are defined depending on the management made.

Article 66 Co-financing

(1) The Linion co-financing rate at the level of cach thematic prionty shatl not be hugher
than $5% of the cligible expenditure of a cross-border cooperation programme For
technical assistance. the Union co-financing rate shall he 100%,.
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TITLEIl  RULES FOR PROGRAMMING

(1) Cross-border cooperation programmes shall be drawn up in accordance with the model
programme provided by the Commission and shall be prepared jeintly by the
participating IPA 11l beneliciaries.

(2) For each selected thematic priority, the participating IPA 111 beneticiaries shall agree on
the specific objectives. expected results. largets and indicators and the types of activities
to be supported including the identification of the main target groups and types of
applicant.

(3} The cross-border cooperation programme shall be submitted to the Commission for
approval by cleclronic means, by the fead IPA 11 beneficiary.

(#)  The Commission shall assess the consistency of cross-border cooperation programmes
with the IPA 1T programming framework and their effective contribution to the selected
thematic priontics defined in Annex 11 of the IPA 11} Regulation.

(5) The Commission shall make observations within three months of the date ol submisston
of the cross-border cooperation programme. The participaling IPA H beneficiaries shall
provide to the Comnussion all necessary additional information and, where appropriate,
revise the propoesed cross-border cooperation programime.

(6) Before approving the cross-horder cooperation programme the Commission has to
ensure that any of its observations have been adequately taken into accounnt,

(7) At the initiative of the participating [PA I bheneficiaries or of the Commission in
agreement with the participating IPA [N bencficiarics cross-border cooperation
programmes may be anmended.

18)  Requests for amendment of cross-border cooperation programmes submitted by the
participating IPA 11 bencficianies shall be duly substantiated and shall 1n particular sel
out the expected impact of the changes 1o the cross-border cooperation programme on
achieving its objectives. These requests shall be accompanied by ihe revised
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programme.  Paragraphs (3) w0 (6) shall apply to amendments of cross-border
cooperation programmes.

(%) Theapproval of the Commission shall not be required for corrections of a purely clerical
or editorial natwre that do ot affect the implementation of the cross-border cooperation
programme. The participating IPA 11T beneficiaries shall tmely inform the Comnnission
of such corrections after they have been carried oul.

Article 71 Sclection of operations

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{3) Technical assistance support may also concern  preceding and  subsequent
programming periods.
(4) In accordance with Article 29(2). the expenditure for technical assistance to support

the preparation of a cross-border cooperation programme and the setting up of
management and control systems may be eligible prior to the signature of the relevant
financing agrcement, contracts and addenda in the cascs provided for in Article 27(6)
of the NDICI Regulation,

Article 74 Implementation modes

Cross-border cooperation programines shall be implemented in direct management ar indirect
management with the lcad IPA 11 beneficiary.

TITLEY  PROGRAMME STRUCTURES AND AUTHORITIES AND THEIR
RESPONSIBILITIES

Articie 75 Structures and authorities for CBC management

(1} The following structures referred (o in Article 10 shall be involved n the management of
cross-border cooperation programmes in the IPA 111 benehciaries:

(2) The participating IPA beneficiarics shall establish for each cross-border cooperation
programme a Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC) which shall alsa fulfil the role of the
secloral menitoring committee referred to in Article 33.

(3} A Joint Technical Secrctariat (JTS) shall be sel up to assist the Commission, the
programme Management Structures and authorities. and the IMC. The same JTS may
assist in the preparation and implementation ol more than ene cross-border cooperation
programimes.
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Article 76 Cross-border cooperation seructures and Managing Authority

(1} Cross-border cooperation structures shall be established within the administration of
cach participating IPA 1iI beneficiary to prepare. implement and manage the cross-
border cooperation programmes. The same cross-border cooperation structurc may be
used for more than one cross-border cooperation programime.

(b) prepare a bilateral arrangement in accordance with Article 70 in case of indirect
management and ensure its implementation;

(¢) nominate their representalive(s) to the JMC,

() set up the Joint Technicsl Secretariat (J1S) and ensurc that it is adequately

(g) prepare and implement the strategic decisions of the JIMC;

(h)  support the work of the JMC and provide it with the information reguired to
carry out its tasks, in parlicular data relating to the progress of the operational
programme in achicving the specific objectives and targets per thematic prionity
as set up in the cross-border cooperation programme:

(i} establish a system to gather reliable information on the cross-border cooperation
programme's implementation;

(i)  draw up ihe annual and final implementation reports as referred to in Article 80;
{k) prepure and tmplement o cohorent plan on communication and visibility;
(hy  draw up an annual work plan for the ITS, to be appraved by the IMC;

{4) It the cross-border covperation programme is implemented in indirect management by
the IPA I beneficiary, the Managing Authority shall, in addition 1o the provisions in
Clausc 6 of Annex A:

{a) nominatc the voling members of evaluation commitiee and cnsure that the
evaluation committee includes one more voting member from the non-lead IPA

Article 80 Annual and {inal implementation reports

implementation report for each cross-border cooperation programme. The final
implementation report may include the last annual report. The report shall follow the
model attached to the financing agreement.

The panel shail take
into account the reasons for the request and the objections of the other party (if any).

If the panel is requested Lo interpret or apply European Union law, it shall stay the
proceedings and request the ‘President of the High Court of Paris’ (Président du
Tribunal de grandc instance de Paris, “juge d’appui’), in accordance with Articles 1460
and 1505 of the French Civil Procedural Cede to request a preliminary ruling from the
Court of lustice of the European Union in accordance with Article 267 TFEU. The
proceedings before the arbitral tribunal shall resume once the decision by the juge
d"appui is taken.

The agreement to pursue arbitration under the 2012 PCA Arbitration Rules does not
constitute and cannot be interpreted as a waiver of privileges or immunities of any of
the parties, to which they are entitled.

Article 84 Disputes with third parties

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to it, the Union shall enjoy in the territory of North Macedonia immunity from suit,

(h)  the manner in which the irregularity was discovered;

(1) where appropriate, the 1PA Il beneficiary and Member States and/or third
countrics involved;

{i) the period during which, or the moment at which, the hregulanly was
commitied;

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(k)  the date on which the primary administrative or judicial finding on the
irregularity was cstablished.

()] the total amount of eligible expenditure speeitied by Union contribution, 1PA 111
beneficiary contribution and private contribufion;

(m)  the expenditure affected by the irregularity specified by Union contribution and
IPA I beneficiary contribution:

(n)  the amount which would have been unduly paid had the irregularity not been
identified according 10 Union contribution and IPA [II beneficiary contribution;

{0) the nature of the irregular expenditure:

{p) the suspension of payments, where applicable, and the possibility of recovery;
{q) where applicable, the reasons for any abandonment of recovery procedures;
n where applicable, the complete OLAF case number.

(2)  TheIPA IIf bencficiary, when reporting 10 the Commission, in addition shall inform the
Member States or other [PA i1l beneficiaries concerned about any irrcgularitics
discovered or supposed to have occurred, where it is feared that they may have
repercussions oulside its territory.

(3)  Where some of the information referred to in paragraph 1, and in particular information
concerning the practices cmployed in commutting the irregularity and the manner in
which it was discovered, is not available or needs to be rectified, the IPA 11l beneficiary
shall supply the missing or correct information to the Commission without defay.

(4)  If IPA 1II beneficiary provisions provide for the confidentiality of investigations,
communication of the information shall be subject ta (he authorisation of the competent
tribunal or court.

Clause 3 Information on penalties

(5)  The IPA HI beneficiary shall provide the Commission without defay, with reference to
any previous report made pursuant 1o Clause 2. with details concerning the initiation,
conclusion or abandonmeni of any procedures for imposing administrative or criminal
penaltics related to the reported imvegularities as’ well as of the outcome of such
procedures,

With regard to irregularitics for which penaltics have been mmposed, the [PA I
beneficiary shall also indicate the tollowing:

(a) whether the penalties arc of an administrative or a criminal nature;

{b) whether the penaliics result from a breach of Union or the IPA 11T beneficiary
law;
(c) the provisions in which the penalties are loid down:
{d) whether {raud was established.
(6) At the written request of the Commission, the 1PA 1 beneticiary shall provide

additional information in refation te o specific wregularity or group of iregularities.

Clause 4 Electronic reporting via the frregularity Management System (1MS)
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The information referred to in Clauses 2 and 3 shall be sent in the English language, by
electronic means. using the Trregularity Management System {IMS) cstablished by the
Commission for this purpose.

Clause 5 Use of informaltion

The Commission may use any information of a general or operational nature communicated by
IPA 111 beneticiaries under these provisions to perform risk analyses and may, on the basis of
the information obtained, product reports and develop systems serving to identify risks morc
effectively,

Clause 6 Use of the eurg

The euro shall be used as currency for reporting of irregularities. The IPA 1] beneficiary shall
convert the amounts of expenditurc incuried in its own currency into euro. Those amounts shall
be converted into eure using the monthly accounting exchange rate of the Commission in the
month during which the expenditure was registered in the accounts-of the Accounting Body,
Intermediate Bodies for financial management and the IPARD Agency of the programmes
concerned. The exchange rate shall be published electronically by the Commission €ach month.

Where the amounts relate to expenditure registered in the accounts of the IPA 111 beneficiary
authority during & period of more than onc month, the exchange rate in the month doring which
expenditure was last registered may be used, Where the expenditure has not been registered in
the accounts of the IPA T beneficiary authority, the most recent accounting cxchange rate
published electronically by the Commission shall be used,

Clause 7 Protection of personal data

(1)  The IPA 1N beneficiaries and the Commission shall take all necessary measures to
prevent any upauthorised disclosure of, or access o, the information referred to in
Clauses 2 and 3.

(2} The information referred to in Clauses 2 and 3may not be sent to persons other than
those in the IPA. 111 beneficiary or within.the Linion’s institutions, agencies, offices and
bodies whose duties require that they have access to it, unless the IPA 1] beneficiary
supplying such information has expreisly 56 agreed.

(3} Any personal data included in the inforination referred 1o in Clauses 2 and 3 shall be
processed only for the purpose specified in that provisions.
